Text: Matthew 6:19-24
Subject: From One Master To Another
Objective: In this text we look at how slaves where sold from one master to another and how we too go from one master to another.
Introduction: In slavery times our people were bought and sold as merchandise. And whoever paid the price, that’s who we had to serve. And often times they would sell a slave pretty much like they sold any other animal on the plantation. Some would go from one master to another. And they would not bother about selling the husband with the wife; they did not care about their families. “We saw the movie roots” we saw how Kizzy was sold off to another man and had to leave her family. It broke our hearts, then and it still breaks our hearts when we see our family members sell out and serve another master. But what we must understand is that just like God said “we can’t serve two masters”. But unlike in slavery times we have a choice. Joshua said choose ye this day whom you are going to serve. We all have a master the only question is who is our master.
First,

I. How do we go from one master to another?
A. Because of Adam’s sin we are born in a world of sin
When Adam disobeyed his master and sinned, he sold all of us to another master. And that master is Satan. So in the beginning mankind went from one master to another. We must understand that whoever we obey is our master. We live in the world we are obeying the prince of this world and that’s Satan. And when we live above the world we are obeying the Lord. God said we are to be in the world but not of the world. Now through Adam’s sin we have been sold to another master therefore we had to be bought back with a price.
B. Jesus paid the price for us on the cross
God loved us so that He sent his only begotten son to pay the price to buy us back from Satan. The bible says that without the shed of blood there is no remission of sin. Jesus was a perfect sacrifice prepared for God to pay the price for all of our sins. We are indebted to Christ for buying us back from Satan. The price was paid in full but we are still indebt.
C. When we accept Jesus He becomes our master
Now that Jesus had done His part we have to do ours. Unlike Satan Jesus is not a harsh master. We have a choice to come and serve who we wish. Although we belong to him, He does not force us to work. Even in slavery times the slaves did not have a choice, who ever paid the price for them they had to obey. But God has so much love and grace that He sets us free to our own will. But when we accept Jesus as our personal saviour, we become slaves to Christ. Paul said I am a slave to Christ meaning that what ever Jesus says to do that’s what he does. Yet sometimes we want to do some things and not others. We want to have our cake and eat it to. If it don’t line up with our agenda then we don’t bother. But if the slave does not do what his master says then the slave master breaks out the whip. Sometimes when we go through trials and tribulations its because we have been disobedient to our master.
II. How do we know who our master is?
A. By what we say
We can tell who owns a slave by what the slave says. In roots when Fiddler spoke to Kunta, he often said Masa Reynolds said this and Masa Reynolds said that. You could tell by Fiddlers speech that he served Masa Reynolds. And when you go to folk and you ask for their advice and they say God said this and the Bible says that. You can tell by their speech that God is their master. When every other word is a curse word, it doesn’t take long to figure out who they serve.
B. Also, By what we do
Speech is one thing but or actions are something else. And our speech should compliment our actions and vice versa. When we say one thing and do another, that’s trying to serve two masters and God said you can’t. He said you’ll love one and hate the other. We often talk like we serve God, but our actions show that we serve Satan. 
We sometimes try to serve two masters by serving ourselves and Christ. We sometimes put our family and friends before God. When God said we can not serve God and Mammon he means we can not serve God and earthly possessions.  He said lay not up treasures here on earth, but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven. We can not serve two masters, we have to go from one master to another. To bring it on home for me. I remember when I tried to serve two evil masters and I couldn’t. I wanted to serve money and drugs. I wanted to have money in my pockets and I wanted to get high. The more drugs I done the less money I had. Until finally I ended up serving the drugs and never having any money. You see I tried to straddle the fence, but eventually I had to get on one side or the other..
III. Unlike in the time of slavery, God will not sell us, once we choose to serve Him
A. God will never leave us 
He said He will never leave us nor forsake us. When we feel all alone it is because we have left God. Unlike the slave owners in slavery times. God will never throw us away or deem us useless. He loves us just as much when we are old as he does when we are young and able to do much work for his glory. When we serve God He will supply our every need.  Psalms 37:25 says I have been young, and now am old; yet have I not seen the righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging bread.
B. His yoke is easy and his burden is light 
In slavery times the slaves had a rough life, they were poorly housed, they were poorly fed, and most of all they were poorly treated. To sum it all up their burdens were heavy. But Jesus said in Matthew 11:28-30 

28 Come unto me all ye that labour and are of heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 
29 Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.

30 For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.
We are insane to serve a master that beats us like Satan does. He mistreats us, he takes from us and we still serve him with a smile. Jesus has paid the highest price for us that we would not have to be bound in the shackles of sin that ultimately sends us to eternal damnation. God wants to give us rest, yet we continue to labour and are heavy laden for Satan. When we lay up treasures on this earth we are serving Satan. All we are concerned with is making more money and buying more stuff, this let’s me know your master is Satan. But when we realize that we don’t have to serve money, then money will serve us. There’s a saying “The money don’t make me, I make the money”. We must realize that money is a tool and we are to use it. Yet so many times we let money use us. 
C. We must realize that we have been set free
And whom the son sets free is free indeed. When we truly accept Jesus as our master he sets us free. And when Jesus sets us free Satan can’t do us any harm. Satan can no longer mistreat us, he can no longer take from us, and he can no longer whip us. But we have to choose who we want to serve. And when you choose Jesus, God will make Satan give everything back he took with interest. 

At the end of Slavery it was 2 years later before the slaves in Texas found out they were free. That’s how so many of us are today, Jesus paid the price for us over 2000 years ago and some of us still don’t know that we have been set free.
Conclusion: We must come to the conclusion that as in slavery times we too are still slaves. Yet today we have a choice of who we will serve. I remember when I served Satan, but now I serve the one who paid the price for me on the cross, and now my master is Jesus. But what I like a bout my master is he loves me, he takes care of me. My job is easy as long as I do it the way he tells me to do it. We all go from one master to another, when ever we get tired of serving one, or we fall out with one we go to another, and we go from one master to another until we finally make up in our minds to serve the one who paid the price for us. And that man is Jesus Christ
