      Subject: 
Hear It! - Learn It! - Live It! - Teach It!
   Objective: 
In this text my brothers and my sisters we will come to understand that there is an order to living a Christian life. And first one has to Hear the word, second they must Learn the word, Thirdly they must Live the word and Lastly they must Teach the word. And these must be done decent and in order, what do I mean? We can’t Teach what we have not Lived, we can’t Live what we have not Learned, we can’t Learn what we have not Heard and God said how can we Hear without a preacher.


How many folk are trying to Teach something they don’t Live?


How many folk are trying to Live something they have not Learned?


How many folk are trying to Learn something they won’t Hear?

Introduction:
The word Hear is in the bible over 500 times, which lets us know that we need to listen. Many times we miss what God has for us because we are not paying attention, particularly in church when the word of God is being taught.


The reason we have been able to Live Holy is because we won’t sit still long enough to be taught. And there are certain Christian skills that must be learned. Even Jesus had to Learn obedience by the things he suffered, according to Hebrews 5:8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; Now if Jesus had to learn, what makes us think we can get by without learning?


Also if Jesus lived the word, then what makes us think we can get by without living the word?


And if Jesus taught the word, and we are to follow him, so therefore we must also teach the word of God.

Hear It! - Learn It! - Live It! - Teach It!
Text:   Hear It! Revelation 13:9 If any man have an ear, let him hear. 

Now there are some things we want to hear and there some things we do not want to hear. Amen

When I was in college there were some subjects I liked and I wanted to hear so I could learn. But there were other subjects that I did not like so I did not care much for those classes. But if I wanted to graduate I have to pass all the classes. And it did not matter whether I liked them or not, I had to Hear so I could Learn.

And many times we don’t learn the word of God because we do not like the subject. What am I saying?  

How many of us come to church hoping the pastor don’t teach on tithing because we don’t like that subject?

How many of us hope the pastor don’t teach on adultery because we don’t like that subject?

How many of us hope the pastor don’t teach on gossip because we don’t like that subject? 
God said we must keep all his laws and statutes, we can’t learn what we want to learn and expect to graduate. How many know that one day there will be a great graduation ceremony. 

Learn It! John 6:45 It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.

And they shall all be taught by God. – Many have misinterpreted this scripture. People want to say I don’t need to take a class, God will teach me, but they fail to realize that everything God does for you he does through someone else.

I am reminded of the eunuch and Philip. They were in the chariot and the eunuch was reading the scriptures and Philip asked him if he understood what he was reading. And the eunuch said how can I know unless some man teaches me. The question is will you receive the help God sends to you?

Acts 8:29-31 Then the Spirit said unto Philip, Go near, and join thyself to this chariot. And Philip ran thither to him, and heard him read the prophet Esaias, and said, Understandest thou what thou readest? And he said, How can I, except some man should guide me? And he desired Philip that he would come up and sit with him.

Key word hear is desired, he desired that Philip would come up and sit with him. How many are desiring that the man of God teach you? God said He will give us the desires of our hearts, but if you don’t want it he won’t force it on you!

This scripture also lets us know that all that hear don’t learn. 

Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.

And because they haven’t learned they can’t live or teach. Many of us have been in church all our natural lives. I know I have. And for years I heard many scripture, but I did not learn, that’s why I could not live or therefore teach. 

But I stand today as a living testimony, that if you hear with the right spirit, you will learn and what you’ve learned will put it into practice and live, and you just can’t help for to teach what you live!

Hear It! - Learn It! - Live It! - Teach It!

Live It! Acts 17:28 For in him we live, and move, and have our being; as certain also of your own poets have said, For we are also his offspring.

The only way to live like Jesus in to be in Jesus! And God says in 1 Peter 1:16 Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy. We can live Holy, because we know that God will never tell us to do something He has not given us the ability to do.

But you cannot live holiness if you have not learned holiness and you can’t learn holiness if you have not heard holiness. Many preachers don’t teach on Holiness because they don’t live Holy lives, because they have not learned Holiness by hearing Holiness.

Teach It! Matthew 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:

Jesus said go and teach all nations, because they were unlearned. But the only ones qualified to teach were those who had been taught. The disciples had heard, learned and lived with Jesus. So now they are in a position to teach others.

This process has not changed; we have ministers today who want to teach others, before they have been taught themselves. But if the disciples had to go to the School of the Scripture, what makes you think you don’t have to go to the School of the Scripture? (The way has not changed, but you have to change!)
Let’s look at: 

Acts 2:42 And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.

The word doctrine can be replaced with teachings, and it is because the people applied the teaching to their lives, that God blessed them. Many times we hear and learn, but we won’t apply what we have learned in our everyday lives. Therefore the word of God can’t work for us, because we won’t work the word! I’m a witness it will work, if you work it!
Conclusion: Lets us close with this our key text:


Deuteronomy 4:10 Specially the day that thou stoodest before the LORD thy God in Horeb, when the LORD said unto me, Gather me the people together, and I will make them hear my words, that they may learn to fear me all the days that they shall live upon the earth, and that they may teach their children.


And our children sure do need and example of Christian living set before them as an example on how to live Holy unto God!
