Text: 
Isaiah 5:8-14 Woe unto them that join house to house, that lay field to field, till there be no place, that they may be placed alone in the midst of the earth!  In mine ears said the LORD of hosts, Of a truth many houses shall be desolate, even great and fair, without inhabitant.  Yea, ten acres of vineyard shall yield one bath, and the seed of an homer shall yield an ephah. Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow strong drink; that continue until night, till wine inflame them!  And the harp, and the viol, the tabret, and pipe, and wine, are in their feasts: but they regard not the work of the LORD, neither consider the operation of his hands. Therefore my people are gone into captivity, because they have no knowledge: and their honourable men are famished, and their multitude dried up with thirst.  Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into it.


(Key Verse) Isaiah 5:14 Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into it.

      Subject: 
HELL YES OR HELL NO?
   Objective: 
My brothers and sisters in this text and others we will talk about the existence of Hell and how we can get there. We spend more time talking about Heaven and the blessings of God and very little time talking about Hell and torment. 

Yet I have discovered that you can’t have one with out the other. Can’t have good without bad, can’t have sweet without bitter, can’t have love with out hate, can’t have real without fake, can’t have holy without evil, so surely we can’t have heaven without hell!
Introduction:
 First we must establish that everyone is on their way to a devil’s hell until we accept Jesus Christ. And the moment we accept Jesus Christ our answer turns for HELL YES to HELL NO! Amen

There is a blues song that says: “I’m catching hell”. Anybody ever caught hell? How many know that just because the devil throws you something don’t mean you have to catch it! 

But today we are not going to talk about the hell you catch; we are going to talk about the place called hell you can go to. And we must realize that everyone in the church is not going to heaven. 

This is why God with His infinite wisdom created a place called hell. Why so we could have a choice and I can stand before you today and ask this question:

HELL YES OR HELL NO?

Now for the record, before I go any further, let it be known, that as for me it is HELL NO! Now every man is going to have to answer for himself. As much as I would love to be able to say HELL NO for my children I cannot. They are going to have to answer that question for themselves.

One thing God wants us to understand is that you do not have to open your mouth to answer this question. Your actions can answer for you. Well what do you mean? If you are a liar, gossiper, murderer, fornicator, adulterer and such like, by your actions you are saying HELL YES. Why, because in Revelations 21:8 God says all these shall be cast into the lake of fire.

We also say HELL NO by our actions or our lifestyle. When we accept Christ we stop doing things we use to do. When we use to go out and fornicate, drink, drug, lie, cheat, hate folk, we do not do those things anymore, why because we have said HELL NO. And in all reality if you say you know the Lord and your lifestyle hasn’t changed then the bible declares that you are a liar and the truth is not in you.

So when folk as you why you have stopped doing the things we use to do, tell them you have said HELL NO. 

WE must understand that the devil’s come from hell, so whatever or whomever Satan sends to you to distract you comes from hell. So when you see the devils coming, now it is time for us to open our mouths and say:

HELL YES OR HELL NO?

So if someone comes to you to gossip about someone else’s business, just say HELL NO! If your home girl comes by and wants you to go out to the club, just say HELL NO! If your partner wants you to go get high, just say HELL NO! If your friend wants you to do something momma and daddy told you not to do, the just say HELL NO!

Let’s look at our text:

           Text:   

Isaiah 5:14 Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into it.

First thing we need to know is, that if we decide we are going to say HELL YES, then Hell has reserved some space for us! The scripture declares that “hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without measure:” So you do not have to call and make a reservation like we do with the restaurants, there will be room for you in Hell if you say HELL YES.

Let’s turn our attention to: 

Luke 16:19-26 There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared sumptuously every day: And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full of sores, And desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; And in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented. And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence.
We see the rich fared sumptuously everyday. The rich man had what we call heaven on earth. And we must understand that if we seek heaven her on earth, then there will be no heaven for us when we leave this earth. You will have already had your heaven down here, so the only place left for you is HELL.

God tells us we should set our affections on thing above and not things in the earth. Many of us are going to let stuff send us to a Devil’s HELL. We spend more time washing our cars than we do praying or study our bibles. We more time in Wal-Mart than we do in the church. These things ought not to be if we have said yes to Jesus.

The rich man said HELL YES, when he said NO to Lazarus. We have to be careful how we treat others that are in need. We even have to be careful how we think about the beggar on the street. For the scripture declare that Lazarus was a beggar, yet he knew God. And we know he knew God, because when he died he went to heaven. The beggar on the side of the road might be your Lazarus, the drug addict asking for some change at the gas station might be your Lazarus. And how you treat them may determine your answer to the question:

HELL YES OR HELL NO?

At first the rich man was looking down on Lazarus, but now God has turned that thing around. Now Lazarus is looking down on the rich man. We had better be careful who we look down on in life, because God is not mocked, whatsoever a man soweth that shall he also reap.

Luke 16:24-26 And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented. And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that would come from thence.

Not only is the rich man in HELL and Lazarus in Heaven, but verse 26 declares that there is a great gulf fixed, which means there is no passage from Heaven to HELL. So let it be known today that once you get to HELL, there is no way out. HELL is an enter only place, there are no exit doors in HELL. 

So I keep the question before you today while you have the time to answer:

HELL YES OR HELL NO?
Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion let us close with this scripture:


2 Peter 2:4-6 For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment; And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly; And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly;


This passage of scripture is simply saying, if God destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah with fire, destroyed everyone except Noah in the flood and even sent angels to hell, then surely he will send you to hell!


And as I take my seat, this message was not designed to scare anyone about hell, but is was purposed to help you make a conscience decision to answer the question set before us today:

   HELL YES OR HELL NO?
                        And the only way to truly say HELL NO is to say JESUS YES!


So I THANK God for all of you that have said HELL NO and JESUS YES, and all those who are saying HELL YES and Satan yes, I urge to accept Jesus and move your destination from a tormenting HELL to peaceful HEAVEN.

INVITATION:  

If you have not accepted Jesus as your lord and Savior, now is the time. John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

And Jesus is still calling us to faithfulness. And Jesus says whosoever will let him come.
