If It Ain’t Broke Don’t Break It!
   Objective: 
In this lesson today we will examine the fact that many times, things are going well until we decide to make it better. And in our making it better, we often times break it instead of making it better. We will also note that the most important thing to keep unbroken is our word. Then we will come to the conclusion that many of us are on the brink of being broken ourselves and Jesus is the one who can keep us from reaching the breaking point.
Introduction:
 We have heard the cliché “if it ain’t broke don’t fix it”, but many times we could avoid breaking something if we would just leave it alone.


If It Ain’t Broke Don’t Break It!
We need to learn to just leave well enough alone. I know that many of us like to tinker with things. Even though something is working properly we want to mess with it and make it just a little better.

I remember when I was a little boy. I had gotten an Evil Knieval for Christmas. And I had for about a week and it was working fine. But one day I decided that I was going to make Evil Knieval go faster and farther. Now I did not know how Evil Knieval was made, nor did I make Evil Knieval. But my mind, “leaning to my own understanding” I am going to open Evil Knieval up and make him better.

So I proceeded to open Evil Knieval up, and I messed with some things on the inside, turn this turned that, then I put it back together again. So I go to put Evil back on the Launching pad and I push down to release him, but he goes nowhere. 

My toy was working fine, but with my not leaving well enough alone syndrome, I broke my toy. Now I have went from having some fun, to having no fun at all.

And most of us have experienced this in some way or another. Every one in here has broken something. And the most common response we have when we break something is “It just broke”.  Nothing just breaks; there is always a reason something broke. Amen

My Evil Knieval did not just break, I broke it, but when I was asked what happened? “It just broke”

When a marriage or a friendship is broken, it didn’t just break! Something was said or something was done, to break up the relationship. 

And today God wants us to understand that our word and our relationships with each other are so important that he does not want us to break them.

If It Ain’t Broke Don’t Break It!

When I was working in Quality Control, my job was to make sure that people were trained on how to operate certain machinery. And on many machine there was a sequence that had to be followed for the machine to operate properly.

Show I had to train them on which buttons to push in the correct order to do certain things. Now if they pushed the wrong button at the wrong time, they would break the machine.

Now we all know something about pushing folks buttons. You see many of us know what tick folk off. If you stay around a person long enough you will find some buttons to push. Lady Ross knows how to tick me off and I know how to push her button. But just because you know how, don’t mean you should!

When we were in school the #1 break down button was: “Yo Momma”. I have seen a whole lot of stuff go down after “Yo Momma”. Now you could push the daddy button all day, I might push the daddy button with you, but leave my momma out of it!

Minister Foreman and I joke around sometimes and he likes to try and find my breakdown button. I know where his button is and if I want him to leave, I just push that button. Amen

The #1 thing that is broken is our word. When we give or word to someone that is what we are know by, whether we keep it or not. This what our credit score is based upon, whether we kept our word to pay them back, when we said we would pay them back. And if we kept our word we have a good report. However if we did not then our credit is broken!

There are many of us in here today, that if we new how important having a good credit report is, we would have done things differently. Amen

Ecclesiastes 5:5 Better is it that thou shouldest not vow, than that thou shouldest vow and not pay.

When we give our word let’s do our best to keep our word. And when we break our word, let’s go and repair what we have broken. But the policy is:

If It Ain’t Broke Don’t Break It!
If you have made a promise to anyone to do something, then let’s keep our promise, instead of making an excuse not to keep our word. Because from that moment on that person will start keeping a report on the things that you say. And we all should want to have a good report with our fellowman and with God!

And this one thing I know: One day the books will be opened and all will be judged according what was written in their own books. Yes we will all be judged according to the deeds we have done in the earth.

Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion:

God wants us to know that he knows that we are going to break some things because we are human and we have flaws. But if you break it, don’t be too quick to throw it away!

Most of us in here have something at home that does not work anymore, but we have not thrown it away, because it still has value, or it still means something to us. Amen

And God demonstrated this when man was broken by sin in the Garden. God did not throw man away, he did not make man over. When the children of Israel broke God’s commandments, He did not throw them away, He punished them and restored them to their rightful place.

What we need to understand is God simply kept man until He could send His son Jesus to fix what sin had broken!

And we too need to know that what has been broken in our live, relationships, broken trust, broken hearts, they can be repaired. But once you throw something or someone away, then it is gone. So let us keep hope alive and keep these things which are broken in our lives and let God repair them. 

And remember this, if you did not create or design something, then you are not qualified to repair it. What God has created He will repair if you will stand still. We can’t fix each other on God can and He will if He is given the opportunity. Amen!
