Revelation 3:20-22 Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me. To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne. He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches.
      Subject: 
Is Jesus Comfortable At Your House
   Objective: 
In this text and others we will search our own houses to see if we have answered the knock of Jesus. And if we have invited Jesus into our house, then have we made Him feel at home.
Introduction:
 Does Jesus have a key to the house, or does he have to wait for us to come to the house for him to get in. Does he have to wait until we bring our minds from the other side of town, does He have to sit on the porch until we get finished running the streets. Does Jesus know you alarm code? Can He come and go as He pleases?


Can Jesus go in your refrigerator, without asking? Can Jesus answer your phone? Can Jesus use your toothpaste? Can He take his shoes off, Can He sit in your chair? Can Jesus get the TV remote and change the channel? Can Jesus sleep in your bed and you sleep on the couch? “IS JESUS COMFORTABLE AT YOUR HOUSE?”

When we invite guest over for diner or to spend the night. We often times endure discomfort that our guest might fell comfortable. We let them sit in our chair, we use the good silverware, and we even let them watch what they want to watch on TV. We tell them they can take of their shoes if they like. We even give them our beds, if they spend the night.

Recently we had my pastor and his wife over and the spent the night with us. We made sure they had anything they needed. We even let them sleep in our bed, so they might be comfortable. Me and Lady Ross slept on the couch, the couch is not very comfortable, but sometimes we have to be uncomfortable so our guest might be comfortable.

And Jesus is the most special guest we could ever have at our house. But the question is “IS JESUS COMFORTABLE AT YOUR HOUSE?”

Are we bringing stuff home that Jesus does not like? Are we listening to music that Jesus does not care for? Are we eating and drinking what Jesus likes or are we having it our way.

When we fornicate and commit adultery are we making Jesus sit there and watch that movie? When we smoke and get high do we go outside for do we make Jesus inhale our second hand smoke?

Are we forgetting about the special guest in our home, or has Jesus worn out His welcome.

You know how we are glad to see folk come and glad to see them go. I remember many times having get together's at the house and we would be so happy to see everyone leave.

Are we uncomfortable with Jesus and want to tell Him to leave and don’t know how? You don’t have to tell Jesus to leave, all you have to do is let you house get dirty. For God will not dwell in an unclean place. Oh He will stop by and visit, but He won’t stay, he can’t dwell where there is unrepentant sin.

And I have discovered that if you let Jesus in, He has a cleaning service, call the Holy Spirit and the Holy Spirit will clean your house for you if, you just get some where and be still. As long as we keep trying to clean up our house, we get in the way of God. But as soon as we get somewhere and sit down, the Holy Spirit will clean up our house so Jesus can be comfortable at our House.

           Body:   (Read v. 20)!
Revelation 3:20 Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.
Is Jesus still outside knocking? Notice it says, “hear my voice and open the door”. Nay times we hear Jesus at the door, but we won’t open the door. You know when the bill collector shows up and we look out the peephole of the window, we are home but we don’t open the door. 

Jesus is coming to collect payment for the sacrifice He gave on the cross. He doesn’t want our money he wants our bodies, to be a living sacrifice. But what like about Jesus is He won’t knock down the door; he wants us to open the door. He wants us to open our hearts to Him out of love.

Sometimes folk come by and before we open the door we run around trying to straighten up a bit. Jesus already knows the condition of your house, just let Him in. Amen

At the end of verse 20 Jesus talks about coming in and supping or eating with us. Its and honor for someone to eat with you at your table. In those days it signifies that you were highly favored to invite someone in to eat with you. Is Jesus highly favored in our lives, does Jesus eat at our tables with us?

In Leviticus where God was purifying His people, He told them not to even sit and eat with the heathen. We are a chosen people out of the world. We have to be mindful of who we ate with both natural and spiritual food.

We have been here eating these past three days and the only way we can eat together is that we like the same food. We have been eating the word of God, we have been eating Jesus this week and this food is good for the soul. We can’t eat with the Muslims because they don’t eat Jesus. If Jesus is not the main course I can't eat.

(Read v. 21)!

Revelation 3:21 To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne.
What Jesus is simply saying here is, if you let me in your house, I will let you come to my house. “In My Father’s house are many mansions”, didn’t He say it. But for us to get to the mansion Jesus has to first get in our house. Amen

(Read v. 22)!

Revelation 3:22 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches.
Jesus not only wants to come in and eat with us, but he also wants to have a conversation. But we have so many voices speaking to us we can’t hear Jesus. The TV stays on 24 7. 

The radio is always blasting in the car. Get home and the children need our attention, our spouses need our attention. But we sometimes forget that our special guest Jesus Christ wants to sit and talk with us. We make Jesus wait until Sunday and He can never have time to tell all that he wanted to tell us the whole week in 2 hours.

We must steal away and talk to the special guest of our home; we must take time out of our busy schedules to converse with the Lord. If Jesus could take the time to come by our house, the least we can do is sit and have a talk with him.

Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion, Jesus has been knocking at our door’s every night. And some of us have let Him in, but we still have not made Him comfortable. We still have some issues and sin in our homes that make Jesus uncomfortable.


All we have to do is be still and Let the Holy Spirit do His job and clean us up, so the Lord might be comfortable at our house. He specializes in cleaning the hearts of the people.


We are at a mountain of decision now, Wednesday night God instructed us, last night it was confession time, and tonight it is decision time. Now that you have confess what will you do now. Will you keep ignoring Jesus in your house or will you strive to make him comfortable and Lord of your house?

There was an occasion when the children of Israel were at a mountain of decision. They told Moses they wanted to hear form God himself; they were tired of hearing what God said thru Moses. And Moses took the petition to God and as God came to speak in:

Exodus 20:18-20 And all the people saw the thunderings, and the lightnings, and the noise of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking: and when the people saw it, they removed, and stood afar off. And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with us, and we will hear: but let not God speak with us, lest we die. And Moses said unto the people, Fear not: for God is come to prove you, and that his fear may be before your faces, that ye sin not.
God has come to prove someone tonight, If Baal be God then serve Baal, but if God be God its time to serve God. The Mountain of Decision…
