   Objective: 
Today my brothers and sisters, we are going to look at the fact that many times woman take on responsibilities because the man is missing. And we will also examine the fact that sometimes things befall us at home, in the world and even in the church, simply because the Man is Missing! Then we will come to the conclusion, that we all are missing to some degree when it comes to the work of the Lord!
Introduction:
 Again in this text, we notice the man is missing. Even though they caught the both of them in the very act. Only the woman was brought before Jesus. And as I was meditating on this, it occurred to me that they brought the woman to church, but not the man. 


You see when they brought the woman to Jesus, in essence they were bringing her to the word, but yet the man was missing. And so it is till this day. The majority of the church are women, and this should concern us, because there are some things God has given the man to do. But if the man is missing, then God has to use what is available to Him. And when the man is missing the woman is the one that has to take on the responsibility.


The reason, the church is missing the mark in a lot of areas, is because the man is missing. And it is not just in the church; the man is also missing at home, on the job in the rearing of the children, etc.


Many times children are confused, young men in particular, because the man is missing. I am so thankful that I had my father with me, so I could see things the man was suppose to do. Why, because many men act like women, because women raised them. And reason the women had to raise them is because the man was missing.


I was listening to Bishop Mitchell and he said he had an occasion to work with some children and when he took the boys to the bathroom, he said some of them he found going into the stalls and sitting down, to urinate. And we he saw this it troubled him greatly. And he said he stopped and showed the boys, that no sons, this is how we men urinate. And the little boys were confused and said; well this is how my mother and my sisters used the bathroom. And in this particular instance we can’t blame the women, for this error. The problem is the man was missing in their life.


There are some things that only the man can teach a child. But if the man is missing!



Is The Man Still Missing?

The man is missing also in the home, in the fact that we are not as involved in the upbringing of the child as we should. It’s usually the women that go to the PTA meetings, if the child is doing something at the school, it’s the mother that goes, but the man is missing. When the school calls, if we answer the phone, we are quick to give the phone to the mother. Amen and that should not always be!

We must understand the just because the man is missing does not mean all hope is gone. As long as the man is their, he can get in place.



The word missing can also be defined as Misplaced.

I am reminded of the parable of the woman that lost a coin in her house and she swept the entire house to find this coin, because it was misplaced. 

Luke 15:8-9 Either what woman having ten pieces of silver, if she lose one piece, doth not light a candle, and sweep the house, and seek diligently till she find it?  And when she hath found it, she calleth her friends and her neighbours together, saying, Rejoice with me; for I have found the piece which I had lost.
An even though the coin had value, it could not be used until it was in place or in position. The money could not be use or spent until it was in her purse.

And we have a lot of men who are in the house of God, but they are simply misplaced. The men are not lost they are simply misplaced. And if a man is not in God he is missing or misplaced!

I am a man that believes that there is a place for everything and everything should be in its place. And I am always going through the house and the church, putting things that are out of place in place.

And many of us have misplaced things before, and we did not worry, because we know they were not lost, just misplaced and something that is misplaced can be found and put back in place. Amen

Is The Man Still Missing?
In the beginning we can see than Adam the first man was missing or misplaced. Meaning he was out of position!

Text:   

Genesis 3:1-6 Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?  And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden: But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die: For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.

We first want to make known, that Adam was planted in the Garden of Eden, so this garden was Adam’s home. Amen

So when the serpent came into the garden and began to speak to Eve, Adam was at home, yet he was still missing or misplaced. And because Adam was missing and not covering Eve, as he should have been, Satan was able to come in his house and lead his wife astray.

And we know that Adam was there, because the scripture declares that she ate of the fruit and gave to her husband who was with her. Another version says “she turned to her husband” meaning he was missing!

Men when are missing we leave our wives and children vulnerable to the enemy. This is why society is trying to take our men out of the home, because when the man is missing, the enemy can come in and spoil the house.

Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion:


Many of us have experienced the problem with our vehicle. And I remember the first time I found out what MISSING was, concerning my engine. 


When you care is diagnosed as missing, this is what is happening. The spark plugs sometimes become clogged up and this keeps the fire or electrical current coming from the distributor from firing in the piston chamber, and this is where the power comes from. So when the engine is missing, the car looses power.

 
And many of us are hitting and missing. And some of us as Christians we are hitting and missing when it comes to the things of God! We are here one Sunday and not the next, we come to Wednesday night one week and miss two weeks. We are on time for work, but late for church. We are hitting on all cylinders in the world, but just hitting on one cylinder when it come to the church.

And many of us need to come to the Altar and let the Lord clean us up, we have been clogged down with the issues of life, broken relationships, broken trust, depression, sickness, debt is clogging our spiritual engines and causing us to miss.


All we need to do is let Jesus remove some of these things, so we can stop missing and run smooth for the Lord!
