OUR NAME

There have been some comments directed at the name of our organization!  Some want to say that our name suggests that we are starting a new religion or a new doctrine.  However, this is not true! Our name is just what it is - a name.  I, Pastor Keith Ross, was inspired to name our organization New Faith Ministries. We know that the Bible says in Ephesians 4:5, there is one faith and we believe that!  Our members do not have a new faith, yet we do have a renewed faith. When a person buys a used car, he/she does not say, “I have a used car!”  That person says, “I have a new car!”  Now we know that a used car is the same car someone else had, yet it is new to the buyer. It is a new vehicle to that person because he/she would have just purchased it. 

There was a time in my life when I had faith in my job, my family and my money.  But now I have a New Faith and that faith is in God!  Some have told me that I needed to change the name. The rhetoric was that people were talking and some individuals may not come because of the name. My response to that is this; we understand that we cannot be all things to all people! I went to God on the matter and He revealed something to my spirit. God said, “ If a person lets a name on a sign or a phrase on a marquee stop him/her from finding Him, then he/she really were not looking for Him in the first place.”  If someone asks me where to find an item and I send him/her to a store, and when that person arrives he/she does not like the sign on the store; therefore the person does not go in!  Then I have to question whether the person really wanted or needed that particular item. There is a saying “don’t judge a book by its cover.” We pray that individuals will not judge us without first trying us! 

I conducted some research and discovered that there are many churches, of all denominations, in this country that begin with “New Faith.” Also, there are many that begin with “New Hope.”   Now, the same scriptures that say there is “One faith” also say there is “One hope” (Ephesians 4:4-6)! We still believe all the spiritual truths we were taught in the Baptist church.  Moreover, New Faith intends to work with the Baptist churches and other denominations that serve Christ. 

Numerous people do not like the Missionary Baptist in the names of many churches, or Church of God in Christ (COGIC), Methodist, Episcopal, Pentecostal, and etc. Nevertheless, I would never suggest they change their names. Again, this is centered on the belief that no ministry can be all things to all people. When we try to please one we offend another. New Faith is not here to please or offend anyone; we are here to do the will of the Lord.

When God talks about a “New Earth”, He is not going to do away with creation and start all over. He is simply going to restore the Earth to the way He created it in the beginning. Just like when a person restores a vehicle, it is brought back to its original look and design. We have not done away with the one faith the Bible teaches us.
