Luke 8:43-48
      Subject: 
The HEM That Was On HIM
   Objective: 
In this text we will see that it was not the hem of the garment that healed the woman, but it was because the garment rested upon Jesus that the woman was made whole.

Introduction:
 We all are familiar with the story of the woman with the issue of blood. And I believe there is a song we use to sing that talked about the woman with the issue of blood. But sometimes we fail to realize the significance of the touch of the hem of His garment. 1st we must come to the conclusion that it was not the HEM but it was the HIM that healed this woman with the issue of blood.

I.
She had to believe in the HIM before she touched the HEM. (Read v. 48)!
Many of us have touched the hem of the garment, but because of our lack of faith we were not healed. Many times we have come down to the altar and petitioned God, yet we did not believe that God would do it. Jesus told her that her belief that He could heal her made her whole. Jesus could not do miracle in his hometown because of the people’s lack of faith, not because He couldn’t. God moves in our lives according to our faith. No faith no movement, this is why many folk are stuck in the same rut, because they have no faith in God. 

I can see this woman pressing thru the crowd. And no doubt she touched many other hems of garments before she made it to Jesus. This let’s us know further that the power was not in the garment, but the power was in Jesus. It does not matter whether the preacher has on a robe, a 3-piece suit or a jogging suit. The anointing is not in the garment. If it were in the garment we would not have to study to show thyself approved. Amen

She was reaching for Jesus, but all she was able to touch was the hem of His garment. If we have enough faith all we need is to just touch the hem of His garment. We do not have to be engulfed in His presence, I heard somebody say just a little dab will do. 
II.
We all have had an issue of blood (Read v. 43)!
Many will think they can’t identify with this woman unless they have a disease of the blood like sickle cell, diabetes or a bleeding ulcer. But the issue of blood has far more reaching implications that just our physical health. You see this woman really did not have a health problem, for the record has sit that the doctor’s could do her any good. If it were a physical problem, eventually the doctors would have been able to help her. But her issue was a spiritual issue and all she had to do was see a spiritual doctor. She had to touch the right spirit to cast out the wrong spirit. 

Anybody ever had a problem no man could solve? Then that was your issue of blood. My issue of blood was crack cocaine. And it was bleeding my soul to death. It was even bleeding the life out of my marriage. I went to the Psychiatrist and he couldn’t do me any good. He sent me to the rehab center and they couldn’t do me any good. Went to a 12 steps program, but what I needed was to get to one of God’s programs.

Someone’s issue of blood is fornication and adultery and it is bleeding their souls to death. Someone’s issue of blood is lying and gossiping and it bleeding your soul to death. And the list goes on and on. But whatever your issue of blood is, Jesus wants you to know that all you have to do is have faith and touch the Hem of His garment.

III.
  When Jesus left this earth, He left us the hem of His garment (Read v. 46)!
Jesus felt this woman’s touch. And sometimes we need to ask ourselves, can Jesus feel my touch. When I go to church on Sunday am I reaching to touch and agree with Jesus? Am I really touching and agreeing with the body of Christ.

We must understand that there is still virtue leaving His body and flowing to the hem of His garment. Again it was because the garment was upon HIM that she was able to touch the HEM of the garment and be made whole.

And all we have to do is follow this woman’s example. As she pressed through the crowd to get to Jesus, We too must press out to the house of God. This woman had to press through the crowd, but we do not have to worry about the crowd anymore. Very few people are pressing out to see Jesus now. But we have to press through issues that Satan uses to keep us from going to church. (My hair ain’t right, I didn’t get my hair cut this week, I didn’t get my clothes out the cleaners, I did not read my Sunday school lesson, I got a headache, I’m tired.) We have to press through the crowd.

Some may say well Rev. After I have pressed through the crowd and made it to the house of God, where is the hem of His garment? When you come down to the altar and you take the preacher’s hand. When the man or woman of God is touching and agreeing with Jesus. And you touch and agree with them, then like the healing if the woman with the issue of blood. The virtue flows from Jesus, through the man or woman of God, who represents the hem of His garment, then though will be made whole. 

This is why we are able to lay hands on the sick and they recover. It is not that we have the power, but because we are resting upon Jesus, we have the same power that the Hem of the garment had in this text.

When Jesus left and went to sit on the right hand of the father, He laid his garment on the altar of our hearts. We have the power within ourselves to be made whole all we have to do is believe in that power.

Conclusion: 
As I close and take my seat, let us remember that like this woman with the issue of blood. We do not have to touch Jesus. For Jesus is now in heaven on the right hand of the father. But all we have to do is believe and touch the HEM that is on HIM. All we have to do is touch and agree with the one who is touching and agreeing with HIM. Because the altar and the man and woman of God represents the Hem of His garment and thou shall be made whole.
