           Text:   

Matthew 17:14-15 And when they were come to the multitude, there came to him a certain man, kneeling down to him, and saying, Lord, have mercy on my son: for he is lunatick, and sore vexed: for ofttimes he falleth into the fire, and oft into the water.
So the text teaches us that in order to be lunatick, we have to be this way sometimes and that way another. (Sound like anybody you know?)
Husbands sometimes our wives take care of us and sometimes they don't. Cook a full meal one day and the next day you have to find something to eat. Lunatick!
Wives sometimes are husbands are doing everything we ask them to do and the next day, it’s like they are hard of hearing. Lunatick!
Parents, sometimes our children are like angels, and then other times they act like something we have never seen before. Lunatick!

Now when it comes to the church many of us are lunatick. What do you mean I am lunatick? Last Sunday couldn’t get you to move, this Sunday can’t get you to be still.

Last Sunday you did not feel like coming, this Sunday you beat the pastor to church.

Matthew 17:16 And I brought him to thy disciples, and they could not 
cure him.
We took them to the doctor, we prayed for them, we made them a hot toddie but it they are still lunatick. We even took him to the church and they could not do anything for him.

Matthew 17:17 Then Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how long shall I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him hither to me.
I know many of pastors are saying these words to the church. How long shall I preach to you, how long shall I teach you the things of God before you believe and stop being lunatick!
And Jesus said “bring him to me”! If you want to be delivered you have to come to Jesus! And he also said “Whosoever will let him come”
Matthew 17:18 And Jesus rebuked the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour.
The scripture declares that “Jesus rebuked the devil”; many of us are not willing to accept the fact that we have the devil in us! And if we won’t be honest with ourselves Jesus can’t deliver us.
You see we have to make our request made known to the Lord. The man brought his lunatick son to Jesus and told it like it was and that truth, open up the door for Jesus to move and deliver the lunatick boy.

And that same Jesus is ready to deliver us from our lunatick ways if we only come to him and be truthful.
Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion:

Let us go to:

 Romans 12:1-2 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.
Verse 2 says we must renew our minds. When someone is crazy or lunatick, there is nothing wrong with the body; the illness is in the mind. We are Christians should have the mind of Christ.

But because we are LUNATICK CHRISTIANS, we have the mind of Christ on Sunday and we have our minds the rest of the week.

It is not God’s will that we be lunatick; he wants us to be of a sound mind!
If you have discovered that you are lunatick, there is only one way to be healed in your mind and that is through our life saving King Jesus Christ!
