Text: 
2 Peter 1:21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

      Subject: 
When He Moves You Move
   Objective: 
In this text and others we will examine the fact that there are two times or two movements that we operate in. We will also discover that God only moves by His timing and the time or movement established for man. And finally we will come to the conclusion that many Christians are moving by the wrong time and we need to change our time or our movement.
Introduction:
 All of us are familiar with time, time is the movement that God gave man to operate in the earth. And God also tells us that our ways are not his ways. God does not move by man’s time, He is above time and moves by His Spirit. Amen


We are able to keep the same time on our watches, because the movement inside our watches is the same. It doesn’t matter what the name of your watch is, what operates your watch on the inside moves at the same rate as everyone else’s.  Your watch may cost more than mine, but it keeps the same time.

On most of our clocks and watches we see the name Quartz. Now Quartz is not the name of the watch it is the movement that’s on the inside of your watch that determines when the hand on the watch move. (Look at your watch is you want to)

And when the hands on our clocks move, we move. If we have to be at work 8:00, we are moving around 7:00. We know how to move on Man’s time. When they tell to set our clocks back one hour, we set our clocks back, Why so we can have the right time. We may not all be on time, but we all have the right time!

Now so it is in the natural so it is in the Spirit. Just like we all have different kinds of watches with the same movement on the inside. So we as God’s people are all different, yet we are suppose to move by the same movement. And that movement is by the Holy Spirit!

The problem is we forget to change times when we are about our Father’s business. When we walk through the doors of the church, we ought to put our watches in our pockets. For we are longer suppose to operate on Man’s time, but now we are suppose to operate on God’s time.

Tradition has taught us that service starts at 11:00 and ends around 12:30, 1:00 at the latest. But God might want to start service a little earlier or turn out at little later, but because we are focusing on the wrong movement, we miss God. We miss our visitation because we don’t have the right time!

We as Christians must understand that just because we are not in the world does not mean we are in the will. We can no longer do the things we use to do and still not do what God has for us to do. 

And then we can know the Will of God and not known the Way of God! We know it is God’s will for us to come together, why because He said: “Forsaken not the assembling of yourselves together”. Amen Yet we can still come together in the Will and not operate in the Way!

John 4:24 says God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

We will is for us to assemble, the way is in the Spirit! And many churches are in the will, yet they have lost their way! When we assemble in the will and do not operate in the way, God cannot move! Amen
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1 Peter 1:11 Searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which was in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and the glory that should follow.
When we establish and print up a program or predetermine the order of our worship service we are in essence establishing the Movement of the service. And this can be dangerous, because when we get ahead of God, we are off sides. 

In the game of football when both sides are set neither side can move until the football moves. And if a player moves before the ball moves, the referee blows the whistle and the team is penalized and the have to move back, they lose ground so to speak.

Many of our churches today can’t gain ground because they are off sides. They are not moving by God’s signals or movements of the Holy Spirit. They are moving by the wrong timing. If what we are doing for Christ is not prospering, we may need to check and see who’s timing are we moving by!

Acts 17:28 says For in him we live, and move, and have our being; 
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Many times we get ahead of God, He tells us what to do, yet we do not wait for Him to give us the time in which to do it. Every movement has a time, The bible is separated by dispensations of time and the Prophets of old spoke of this time or this movement we are in now in their day, yet it was an appointed time for this to happen!

Joel 2:28 And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:

This is the movement the body of Christ is living in now, and if we want to experience the presence of God, we have to move when He moves!

Zechariah 4:6 says … Not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit, saith the LORD of hosts.

Everything the church does; must be done by the Spirit. God only moves by the movement of the Holy Spirit.

           Text:   

2 Peter 1:21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

Notice the word Holy is there twice. It does not say “men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Spirit”, but it says “holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Spirit”.

This let’s us know that God does not move with all men. Therefore the prerequisite for being moved by the Holy Spirit is that you be ye also Holy.

Didn’t God say, “Be ye also Holy as I am Holy”?
So when I see the Holy Spirit moving I ought to see some Holy folk moving as well. But so often time when the Holy Spirit is moving, many of us are standing still.

So when we see the Holy Spirit moving and folk standing still, don’t talk about them pray for them… They just need some holiness!
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Conclusion: 
And in my conclusion: We have searched this matter out in the scriptures and we must agree that God has His timing and it is by the Holy Spirit.


And we must understand that God works with God, and the Holy Spirit only works with Holy People. 


And finally, we must examine ourselves, and our churches and make sure we are operating on the right time.


And I leave you with the thought:

If you have not accepted Jesus as your lord and Savior, now is the time. John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

And Jesus is still calling us to repentance. And Jesus says whosoever will let him come.
